	Evaluation
criteria
	
	· Check that students classify animals correctly according to what they eat, how they reproduce and the structure of their bodies.
· Evaluate if they recognise how animals move and understand the relationship between physical adaptation and habitat.

· See if they can identify skin coverings and body parts of vertebrates.
· Assess if they can point out what attributes mammals have.
· Evaluate if they recognise and can define the characteristics of the different groups of arthropods.

· Confirm that they are able to classify a list of invertebrates into their corresponding group according to body structure.
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
