· Evaluate whether they are able to identify the natural and man-made features of a landscape in a photograph.
· See if they know the uses of the different types of maps:  physical, weather, road and political.
· Assess whether they can interpret a map based on its main features: orientation, place names, symbols, key and scale.

· Check that students can calculate the distance between two geographical locations based on a given scale.
