	Evaluation
criteria
	
	· Find out if the students can define Prehistory and know about everyday life of prehistoric society.
· Observe if they are able to identify the prehistoric tools used in everyday life.
· Check that they can explain how the main Roman buildings in cities were used.
· Evaluate if they can describe the relationship between different social groups in the Middle Ages and how they interacted.   
· See if they can identify the main areas where social and productive life took place in the Middle Ages.
· Confirm that students can explain how some of the major geographical discoveries of the 15th Century were made.
· Check if they can identify and pinpoint in time the works of some famous men and women in history.
· Make sure they recognise the changes in cities brought about by industrialisation.
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
